| have been experimenting with free-motion stitching for a couple of years. | have primarily used it
as a form of free-motion embroidery but have wanted to learn how to use it in my quilting projects as
well.l have been both hand and machine quilting for decades but on a casual basis, so | consider
myself still an advanced beginner or maybe even intermediate at this point. | needed some
guidance for how to start with the free-motion quilting process (which is definitely more structured
than free-motion embroidery.) When | saw this quilting tutorial book, | bought it immediately as it
seemed to be the answer for my needs.lt is all of that and more. The book is filled with lots of
embroidery patterns that can be traced or used for inspiration. Each of the patterns gives a short
blurb on where or how it can be used.
